The gift implied a
wish that the recipient would experience good health and prosperity. The cities
in China have progressed significantly, but even a short trip outside the cities it
appears like you're walking back in time maybe 50 years.

Monies collected will go towards kid's camps, special needs orphans, goats to
families where they can sell the babies called "kids", blessing

backpacks, compassion toys, dental hygiene, rural schools,
orphanages, children's hospital meals, kids club books, \
winter clothing and more.
